Killed in Action May 20, 2012 

Jesse was born in Caro, Michigan to Aaron and Cynthia Ozbat. In 1985 the Ozbat family moved to Fort 

Polk, Louisiana. Jesse’s father moved the family as he was a United States Army Soldier. The family 

moved to several locations as the U.S. Army reassigned Aaron Ozbat according to the needs of the Army. 

The family moved to Fort Lee, Virginia in 1995 and set down roots in Prince George, Virginia. 

Jesse graduated from Prince George High School in 2002. He attended Virginia State University on an 

ROTC Scholarship. Jesse graduated from Virginia State University in 2006, Suma Cum Laude. He also 

graduated in the top 10% of all the ROTC Cadets in the United States. He was commissioned on 13 May 

2006 into the United States Army as an Artillery Officer. His service record is as follows:

December 2006: Completed training and visited family in Prince George on way to Hawaii and the 25th 

Infantry Division 

December 2006: Reported to 1/14 INF 2nd BCT, 25th Infantry Division Schofield Barracks, Hawaii 

December 2007: Deployed to Taji, Iraq 

February 2009: Returned to Schofield Barracks, Hawaii 

July 2009: Reassigned to Fort Sill, Oklahoma 

April 30, 2012: Deployed with SFAT 28, 214 Fires Brigade Fort Sill, Oklahoma to Tarin Kowt, Afghanistan 

May 20, 2012: Confirmed Killed in Action, Tarin Kowt, Uruzgan Afghanistan 

May 21, 2012: Body arrived at Dover Air Force Base, Dover Delaware 

May 30, 2012: Body arrived in Richmond, Virginia and transported to Petersburg, Virginia 

June 2, 2012: Buried in Blandford Cemetery, Petersburg, Virginia
